Lt Col Paul Mercer from the Sheriff's Dept
spoke. Marshall area has had an influx of

. new residents. This is a county trend. To
. date we've seen no big issues with this

and the resulting changing
demographics of the county. Paul is often

. asked "are there gangs in the county?"

There is not a presence of established
' gangs in the county, there are some "wanna
be gangs" around. We have seen some
problems in Bealeton with members of
established gangs located outside of the
county residing in Bealeton. The main
problem has been graffiti.

The Marshall area remains relatively crime
free. Most of what we see is cases of petty
larceny, stolen push mowers from sheds,
lumber taken off a job site etc. Contrary to
expectations and conventional wisdom we
have not see and increase in crime related
to the recent economic slow down and
related spike in unemployment. Currently
there are 114 "sworn" positions in the
Sheriff's dept. Of those positions 32 are
dedicated to patrol with other officers

working in the county jail (which holds 95-110
inmates), doing civil process, criminal investigations
fingerprinting, providing domestic violence services,
and acting as school resource officers. During the
next budget round the sheriff's dept will be asking for
3 more positions. one of which is a records clerk.
New laws mandate that records on felony cases must
be held for 75 years Il This is a lot of paperwork to
process.

Brenda Drerenberger from Habitat for Humanity
also spoke. To date Habitat has built 40 homes in the
county. These homes are mortgaged to the recipients.
To qualify home recipients need to have a steady
income (typically 50-30% below the county median
income), they have to have reasonable credit and
pass a background check. Once accepted into the
program they put down a deposit and go through a
series of classes on budgeting, being a good neighbor
etc. Candidates must also put in sweat equity of 400
hours of build service. The homes typically cost about
75K in materials and 75K in site planning. The
recipient is responsible for paying for the material cost
via a first mortgage held by Habitat. The mortgage is
0 interest and typically requires a $400/mo payment. A
second mortgage which covers the cost of the site is
also held by Habitat and forgiven as the first mortgage
is repaid. If the homeowner sells the house the
remaining balance of the second mortgage is due.

Here's what you missed!

John Suter, President, opened the meeting
with an update of the Main Street Enhancement
Program - Still working with Dominion on the
bid to underground the electricals. John also
presented to Marie Glascock a proclamation
from the MBRA thanking Marie for her lifelong
service to the town and residents of Marshall.
Peter Schwartz, Supervisor, gave an update
from the Board of Supervisors (BoS). Budget
season is starting again next month. Revenues
have stabilized in the county. The expectation
is that tax rates will remain unchanged. While
the budget is still tight and tweeks will have to
be made the process is not expected to be
nearly as painful for residents and supervisors
alike in the coming year.

Peter and Ren Royston spent the day in
Richmond today promoting the Gateway
Charrette to VDOT. The proposal was well
received as a 15 million dollar solution to their
40 million dollar problem (the cost of a flyover
being 40 million). Later this year Peter expects
that the BoS will vote the Marshall Gateway
Charrette to be top on the county's wish list for
VDOT. They also met with Kelly O'Keefe from
VCU. Kelly is a marketing and branding
consultant and may be someone that Marshall
would like to consult in the future. Chris
Robinson gave the treasurers report —
currently 55 paid members and $3,500.

Barney Durrett from Water & Sewer
Authority (WSA) gave us an update on the
water project in Marshall. Phase one is
complete and came in UNDER BUDGET. The
unspent funds will be used to redo the piping
under the railroad tracks on 55 and improve
the piping system on/at Old Stockyard Road.
The tank at 17/66 has been completed, but the
pump and treatment equipment are not yet
online. This is expected to be done early to mid

2" quarter of 2011. Once online with the 2 wells
on site, Barney expects residents will see an
immediate improvement in water quality. At that
time WSA will be able to implement a water
flushing program which will remove sediment
buildup in the lines.
