Shaun Broy (D), running for State
Senate, spoke first. He was very
direct and spoke about everyone
paying a fair share of taxes. He
went as far as to say that he
believed in higher (state) taxes
for higher earners. He supports
a women's right to choose and
says he is willing to change his
mind given new compelling
information.

Bob Zwick (D), running for the
House of Delegates, can be contacted at bob.zwick.com. Bob spoke about the 13
generations of farming history in his family and how he was able to come back to
farming after his father had to leave it. Regarding taxes Mr. Zwick is happy with what
we have and feels things need to be tweaked a bit.

Michael Webert (R), running for the House of Delegates, spoke of the importance of
agribusiness to our county. Mr. Webert manages 3500 acres of farmland which
produces a mixture of products. He is for maintaining VA as a right to work state.
Board positions include Fauquier Livestock Exchange and a VP position on the VA
Forest and Grasslands Council

Peter Schwartz (1), running for the position of Marshall
Supervisor, started by reminding us that this is his 100th MBRA
meeting and that he attends regularly to give the residents of
Marshall an update on what's going on in the county. Board
positions include Piedmont Environmental Council where he
was asked to add his real estate experience to his conservation
interests, and the Vint Hill Economic Development Committee
where his goal was to bridge dialog between both factions of the
growth wars. Points of discussion included Conservation (an
endorsement by the Fauquier Conservation Voters board),
business promotion (we need to grow small businesses, they fit
our rural heritage), agriculture (the biggest hindrance to our
agricultural base is the lack of marketing and distribution infrastructure), County
Fire and Rescue (Charlie Ray is down a few funded positions due to bureaucracy with
the hiring process, this needs to be fixed), school funding (concerned about top
heavy nature of the organization).

Michelle Noel (1), running for the position of Marshall Supervisor,
was raised in Prince William County and has a degree in Eco-
nomics from GMU. She used to run an equine training business
in Georgia. She would like to be the voice of the citizens in our
district. She would like to establish ways for citizens to
communicate with the board of supervisors. Ms. Noel and her
husband own a business in Warrenton.

The meeting ended with the pledge of allegiance at 8:45.
