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MBRA JULY GENERAL MEETING MINUTES

John Suter—The Cannon Ridge development project has been approved by the Board 
of Supervisors. The site is planned for 199 homes, no more than 50 to be built in a 
year. Currently Doug Darling owns 55 water taps. Regarding the Main Street project, 
Carson Ashley will shortly be finished with the initial design. Stay tuned for more 
information on this in upcoming meetings.  

Board of Supervisors Report, Holder Trumbo— Norfolk Southern is studying the          
re-opening of the Whiting Road crossing. Cannon  Ridge will be developed following a 
Code of Development.; This differs from traditional zoning in that it is more of a form 
based code 
design.  

Marshall Branding– Peter Schwartz, Marshall District Supervisor, will be requesting 
special funding to brand Marshall as the town begins new development. The goal is to 
promote local businesses and events; “put Marshall on the map”, in cooperation 
with surrounding cities and counties.  

Dr. Norris Royston of Countryside Family Practice  Introduced Mike and Rebecca 
Webert. Mike Webert is a small business owner who recently prevailed in the party  
elections for the 18th District seat and still has to stand the general election.  

A question was asked regarding the “Lights Out Combat” mixed martial arts to be held 
at the Community Center. In summary, the county has determined that they are not in 
a position to turn down their application for use based upon the current already 
allowed uses in general for the Community Center.  

Connie Jones has owned and operated “Custom Cuts” on Marshall Main Street for 14 
years. The shop is additionally staffed by Connie’s sister Cathy Lawler, and Lee “The 
Barber”. Connie is also a member of the Marshall Ruritan, a National organization with 
local chapters chartered to perform community service in our area.  

Lawrie Parker is the Founder of Piedmont Dispute Resolution Center. The center has 
been in existence since 1990. A significant number of Lawrie’s clientele are referred to 
her by the court systems. Custody disputes are routinely referred to mediation prior to 
court dates in hopes to resolve issues, and avoid court. Dispute resolution is founded 
on two premises.   First, conflict is normal, and secondly, conflict does not have to be 
destructive. PDRC works with offenders and victims in the healing process as well.  
This process referred to as “restorative justice”. Restorative justice focuses on harm 
and healing created by a crime. PDRC is a United Way organization thriving on County 
and private funding.
